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"NOT A BITE TO EAT"

With the stock market tumbling over the
past few months, and President Bush
seerningly eager to go to war with Iraq,
there has been 2 lot of talk about the
economy. But, for so many of us, trying
to understand modem economic science
and how our country manages its
finances, is like trying to figure out at 2
glance where all the wiring in your
motor car goes. All you can sce arc
bundreds of different colored wires
knotted together, running in €very
direction imaginable.

The major difference is that the electrical
components of your car usually work
while our economy does not—at least it
doesn’t work for most of us, but against
us. Have you ever wondered about that?
And, have you ever wondered where all
of this mumbo-jumbo about price index,
taxation, interest rates will lead?

The truth is that modern economics is fed
to the full by bargain priced greed. It 1s
the tightest noose and biggest whip of our
Assyrian rulers. But all of this will very
soon end up in many not having “a bite
to eat or a drop to drink”—unless, of
course, we are under God’s special care.

But you may ask, beside some small
glitches, isn’t our economy doing well?
Interest and jobless rates are relatively
low, and we just avoided another
cecession. If things are so bad, you may
be thinking, why are finance experts
hopeful and keep reassunng us that all 1s

under controt? A simple illustration
could demonstrate the problem. Have
you ever seen an expensive house built
atop a ridge, then one day you find
out that the five million dollar mansion

that everybody admired so much s shiding
down 2 muddy, rain-soaked hillsider

That's our economy. On bnght sunny
days it looks luxurious and mmmovable,
but below the surface the mansion is
actually built on loose sandy soi, and
one day in the midst of a storm it will
come slithering down the hillside of fate.
Why? Because like that mansion our
economy is built on poor ground, and
while the sun of prosperity 15 shining
it seems like it will last forever. But
one day, when the stoom ramns of
geopolitical-economic forces beat down
on us, it will all become a scrap heap.

Economics—A General History

Now, before endeavoring to understand
this whole jumble of a situation, as you
can guess, it would take volumes to fully
untangle the so-called economics of our
day. And as you may have also guessed,
we will attempt to accomplish this
gargantuan task in just a few pages. To
do this we will have to avoid much
of the jargon and detads—we don’t
think youll mind anyway, it's more
than likely that you just want to get
right down to the heart of the matter.
Right? Well, here we go.
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The Bible tells us that “the love of money
is the root of all evil.” (7 Tim. 6:10). 1f 1t
were not for greed, the free enterprise sys-
tem as we term it, would be very simple.

In ancient times, man bartered or traded
commodities. But as society grew and
became more dependent on the goods
and services of others, it was necessary to
have a national economic system. To
insure a equitable system of order and to
promote the prosperity of respective
nations, govemment became involved
facilitating economic balance. Coms were
mnvented as an obvious
exchange in place of trading physical
goods. But coins or other forms of
money had to be based on physical goods.
In other words, they represented
something tangible so that coins could
purchase a certain amount of goods.
Later nations based their standards of
money on gold or other precious metals.

But whatever the standard, keeping the
balance between goods and money was
critical to maintamning 2 fair economy and
a prosperous country. That was not so
difficult in eadier times. DBut as we
entered the industrial age and more and
more people saw their opportunity for
extreme wealth, maintaining a balanced
economy became exceptionally
challenging. To make matters worse,
paper money became more commonplace
but that made it easier for a group to
manipulate the economy. Not that paper
money of itself is bad, but since it could
be easily printed or counterfeited without
physical basis, 1t made 1t easier to
mismanage or manipulate 2 nation’s
finances. That is, money could be printed

medium of

without the backing of gold or physical
goods.

Removing the standards for paper money
did not happen suddenly. The UJS,, for
example, first used the gold standard,
then later the gold reserve systems to back
its paper money. But these methods had
their problems. Some believe that the
depressions of the 1870's and the early
1900's were the result of basing our
monetary exchange on gold. So
sharp-eyed wealthy citizens saw their
opportunity to move America closer to 2
managed currency without 2 basss of
goods or gold. The big tum mn the road
came during the term of DPresident
Woodrow Wilson.

In 1913, Congress passed the Federal
Reserve Act. This act established a
privately owned central banking system,
termed the Federal Reserve Bank. Within
a year or so America became involved mn
World War One and seventeen years later
the country and the wodd sank into the
great depression of the 1930's.  After
Wordd War Two, the economy
rebounded, but with it came mflation and
numerous other pestering economiC wWoes.

Since then, the economy has gone
through booms, bounces, and spins of all
types, with everyone guessing as to what
the future holds. It’s true, the nation
appears prosperous, we have more goods,
services and other signs of prospenty.
We apparentdy have more production and
wealth, but its all built on a sandy
foundation of debt and usury.

What is the Problem?
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The Bible tells us “that if thou lend
money to any of my people that is poor
by thee, thou shalt not be to him as an
usurer [interest holder|, neither shalt thou
lay upon him wuswry [interest].” (Ex.
22:25). [Brackets added] “Unto thy
brother thou shalt not lend upon usury:
That the Lord thy God may bless thee.”
(Deut. 23:20).

Our All-Wise knowing God, had a good
reason why he condemned a system of
economics based on debt and usury. If's
true that there’s a lot of wealth, but it
is moving upward. The rich are
getting richer and the middle class
and the poor are finding it harder to
- make a living. Thss 15 the heart of the
problem with our modem-day economic
system. This 15 evident with a simple
analysss of the cucumstances and lifestyle
of the average citizen.

Today, wives are working in unpreced-
ented numbers, husbands hope for
overtime hours to earn more, or work two
or three jobs to make ends meet. Family
debts are at their highest levels. More and
more companies are going bankrupt or
swallowed up by larger ones. We seem to
have more things but less money.

How did this happen you ask?

The US. and practically the whole world
are operating on an economic system that
15 best summarized by President Franklin
Roosevelt when he took the U.S. off the
gold standard, “We are thus continuing to
move towards a managed curvency.” So,
one part of the problem is that this form
of economics s easily manipulated,

especially by the wealthy. After all, paper
money, as we use it today, is not based on
physical goods or prectous metals like

gold.

But even this would be workable as long
as Congress regulates the comage and
value of money. In fact, Article 1 of the
U.S. Constitution states: Congress shall
have the power to coin money and
vegulate the value theveof.” But this is
not the case. Instead of the Constitu-
ttonal method of creating our money and
putting 1t into cuculation, it is now done
by the nation’s central bank. The Federal
Reserve System literally has the country’s
financial heart i wts hands. It can create,
raise, or lower inflation. That's right! In
fact, it admits to having such powers:
“Thus, the ultimate capability for
expanding or reducing the economy’s
supply of money vests with the Federal
Reserve.” *  Anyone following the news
and particulardy economic matters, knows
that one word from Mr. Alan Greenspan,
the present Chatrman of the Federal
Reserve Board, and the whole economy
contorts for good or bad.

In other words, the Federal Reserve
creates and supplies money while
regulating interest rates. Anyone or any
entity that has this kind of power literally
runs the economy. The sad but real truth
15 that the Federal Reserve s privately
owned and has never been audited.
That's night. Although the name
“federal” would suggest that it is owned
and regulated by the Government, it is a
private organization.

Thus through the private wealthy trustees
of the Federal Reserve System, the
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economy s manipulated on a basis of
debt and mterest rates. This system, as
said previously, makes lots of money for

the bankers and the wealthy.

Hosw Do They Do 1t?

(1)

The small group of “prvileged” people
who lend us money have accrued to
themselves all of the profits of printing
our money. Smce 1913 they have
“created” tens of bilions of dollars in
money and credit, which, as their own
personal property, they then lend to our
government and our people at interest.

Here’s an example of how it works. You
will need to read this slowly as 1t can be a
bit mind-boggling. 'The Federal Reserve
Bankers print it—we borrow it and pay
them interest. The Govemment, having
spent more than it has taken from its
citizens in taxes, needs, for the sake of
illustration, one bilion dollars. Since it
does not have the money, and Congress
has given away 1ts authority to “create” 1,
the Government must go to the
“creators” for it. But, the Reserve does
not just give its money away. lhey are
willing to deliver the one billion 1n money
or credit to the Government in exchange
for the Govemnment’s agreement to pay it
back-with interest! So  Congress
authorizes the Treasury Department to
print the one bilion in U.S. bonds, which
are then delivered to the Federal Reserve
Bankers.

The Reserve then pays the cost of
prnting the one billion (which could be
around one thousand dollars, let’s say)
and makes the exchange. The

Govemment then uses the money to pay
its obligations.  The results of this
fantastic transaction® Well, one billion in
Government bills are paid, BUT the
Government has also indebted the people
to the Bankers on which the people must
pay mterestt Now multiply this scenario
hundred of thousands of umes since
1913. Now you can understand one of
the primary reasons for the U.S's tallion
dollar national debt! First we overspend,
then borrow with interest. Supposedly,
our children will pay the over 100 bilion
dollars a year in interest alone with no
hope of paying off the principal. °

There’s More

That's ternble! you say. Yes, but there’s
more. The Federal Reserve can also use
those same bonds as “assets” to create
more “‘credit” to lend. Under current
known reserve requirements, they are
allowed 15 billion dollars or more 11 new
credit to lend to States, municipalities,
individuals and businesses. Thus, adding
the original one billion to the 15 bilion
for a total of 16 billion of “created credit”
out i loans paying them interest with
their only cost being one thousand dollars
(1,000) for prnting the orngmnal one
bdlion.

And there 15 even more. The vast wealth
drawn to them through this almost
unlimited usury, the Reserve bankers who
control the money at the top are able to
approve or disapprove large loans to large
and successful corporations to the extent
that refusal of a loan will bring about a
reduction 1 the price a corporation’s
stocks. After depressing the pnce, the
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Banker’s agents buy large blocks of the
stock, after which the multi-million dollar
loan is approved, the stock rises, and is
then sold for a profit. In this manner
billions of dollars are made with which to
buy more stock. Although there is now
more checks and balances, the practice is
so refined today that the Reserve Board
need only announce to the press an
ncrease or decrease in interest rates or
their “rediscount rate” to send stocks up
and down.

Using this system, high-level bankers or
the wealthy can purchase in secret or in
the open, their control of practically every
large corporation in America. The more
control they have in their hands they can
almost force the corporations to borrow
more money. This leaves little profits for
the average stockholder or individual.
Those who default on loans lose their
property or businesses just in time for the
wealthy to buy them cheaply and sell
them for more profits.*

Of course, the system does not always
work as planned and smaller banks and
businesses often get left out in the cold,
SO to speak. But hopefully it’s clear to
see why our economy is heading for
disaster.

Economy and War

Few things can stimulate an economy like
war. That’s right. It is a2 well known fact
that war is big business. To fight an
“enemy” you need troops, and troops
need food, weapons—and often new ones
at that-more tanks, planes, clothes and
fuel. Somebody has to make these things.
But before making them, somebody has

to research for these new weapons, tanks,
planes, and gear. Somebody has to design
and build them. To build them you need
factories or buildings. To do that you
need architects and builders, and so on.

Yes, war is big business.

However, although war seems to help the
economy, it does not necessarily help
everyone. First of all, the Government
has to find money it does not always
have, so it has to borrow it. To get the
money it goes back to the Federal Reserve
and hence more debt.

Furthermore, war does not help the
mnfrastructure of a nation. It does not help
the poor or provide more social services
or municipal functions. Instead 1t
produces weapons and things related to
war. Yes, 1t can help the average worker
improve their personal lot—they get a job,
purchase more goods, houses, and
vehicles, and so it does help the economy.
But by-in-large, big corporations and the
wealthy owners benefit the most. And as
it is becoming clearer every day that big
corporations influence America and its
politics more than any other single entity,
you can see why war 1s “good business”™
and “good politics.” After all, it was
capitalist big business men who funded
the Communist Revolution and Hitler’s
war machme. Neither Communism nor
Hitler could have done what it did
without massive amounts of money from
the European and U.S. wealthy men and
their corporations.

We know that we are heading for the
“greatest of all battles” 2 TG 471:18).
And we also know that it will be a long
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war. (13 SC 7:19). What will this do to
our economy? We think you can guess?
Such a prolonged and dreadful war rather
than helping will overwhelm us, decimate
our infrastructure and our finances. Like
the 1930's depression, many will suffer,
especially the average ciuizen. According
to the Bible, food and dnnk will be
scarce. Yes, the U.S. and the word will
suffer—the economy will collapse and our
Church will not have a bite to eat or a
drop to drink. (See Isa. 3:1- 8). Inspira-

tion put 1t this way:

“The time is at hand when the sinners in

Jerusalem and in Judah—the General
Conference men and the churvch as a
whole, will not have a drop to drink or a
bite to eat . . . .To say ‘come and rule over us
becanse you have clothing,” ts perbaps equivalent
to saying, i yom rule over us you can at
least gives us something lo wear, and this run
shall be under your control, you can remedy the
sttuation.” The people’s way of thinking and
acling in this soon-coming lime of trouble,
rutn, and adversity of all kinds, czarly
reveals that they are not taking Geod into
consideration—no, not at all. They are
trusting in men and goods. Tney hope that
someone can yet remedy the situation, can save
them from rusn. . . "The one that is called to rak,
also shares the people’s attitude. He declares
that he s not able to beal the evil, that be,
foo, is poor. . Not the norid, but [erusalem
is ruened, and Judab ts fallen. Why? — Because
their doings and therr lonmgues are agansi
the Lord;, that is, they are agaimst His
Judgment Truth. .. .7 (1 TG, 5:16 - 18).

When the word economy collapses will
you be among those who have placed
their trust and confidence in the Word of

God; who have a deep and personal
relationship with our Savior and know
and stand for His Truth? To such, God
has promised that their “bread shall be

given him, his waters shall be sure.” (Isa.
33:16). Ot will you among those who
have placed their affections on the things
of this wordd. To such, they will not
“have a drop to drink or a bite to eat.”

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Could a war with Iraq lead to a major
war in the Middle East? This question
raises significant apprehension in both
national and political circles. We as
present  truth believers, are deeply
concerned that this war could lead to
the “greatest of all wars [that] is to
be fought in the Holy Land.”

Indeed, there is great tension in the
air, not just in America, but in the
world.  President  Bush  seems
determined to attack lraq with or
without the support of the allies, to do
what he terms, disarming the Iraqi
dictator, Saddam Hussein, and to
eliminate the potential of his using
biological and nuclear weapons against
the West or any other nation.

On the surface this may appear to
the average person a worthy endea-
vor or just mildly risky, but there are
perils beyond what one can imagine.
To truly grasp the magnitude of the
quagmire we may be getting our-
selves into, and how it may fulfill
prophecy, we need to peek behind
the curtains and get a glance, and we
do mean just a glance, as to why lraq
COULD play an important role in the

current events, and how a
confrontation between it and the
Linited States COULD lead to the

fulfillment of prophecy.

WHY IRAQ?

In the Cradle of Civilization

As far as we know lIraq is not
mentioned specifically in prophecy. God
has not given us any symbols or
references to this nation located in the

FIELD HIGHLIGHTS

Good News from Zambia

Zambia, is a kidney-shaped plateau
country with an aititude of 1,300 meter
above sea level and covering an area of
750.000 kilometers square. Ht is
landlocked by eight countries in
South-Central Africa, namely: The
Congo, Tanzania, Malawi, Mozambique,
Zimbabwe, Botswana, Namibia and
Angola and lays between 10 and 18
degrees south of the Equator. Its
moderate climate of three seasons
includes the rainy season, December to
April; the cool season, May to August
and the very hot season, September to
November.

Zambia has many rivers and lakes and
therein you will find one of the 7 won-

ders of the world, the mighty Victoria
Falls. It is a huge waterfall about 1680
meters wide and 103 meters deep. At its
peak (March or April) the waters
cascade into its gorge at an amazing
550,000 cubic meters per minute.

Zambia is divided into 9 provinces with
a population of about 10 miliion, with
about ten percent living in Lusaka, its
capital city. The population growth is
one of the fastest in the world, with a
rate per annum of approximately 3.7
percent. There are 73 different tribes
and dialects with 7 major ones, but the
national language is English.

We may not witness a great harvest
now, but praise our heavenly Father that
the work in Zambia is steadily pushing
forward. Although some do fall away,

new members are regularly joining the
ranks of present truth. We plan to enter
as much of the field of Zambia as we
can as a matter of urgency. \We are now
targeting mostly the copper belt and
central provinces. Our next target is

north, followed by the Luapula
Provinces. Then we will be aiming at the
Northern Province. The  Eastemn

Province will be our last target. Our
plans are to have at least one worker in
each province.

Believers are in various locations, but at
present the Branch is composed of
seven primary areas: Kalobo, Kaoma,
Kanyama and Chawama in Lusaka,
Kaloma, Nazilongo and Livingstone.
In Nazilongo we have two study groups
manned by Br. Jones Siazilo, a
longstanding believer.

In August, 2002, the Chalala SDA
church in Lusaka, by God's grace
opened its doors to the study of the
message for 7 consecutive Sabbaths.
Elder Ramadan gave permission to our
Bible worker, Br. Henry Musipili, to
present these studies on Sabbath
afternoons. We hope and pray that souls
will embrace the truth, heed the Voice of
God . and escape the impending
slaughter of Ezekiel 9.

Chilongola SDA church has also
started studying the message. Sabbath
afternoons have been allocated to us.
This is a marvel but nonetheless God
has allowed it to happen even as he has
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declared in His Word that a short work
will he perform in these last days.

We are so grateful to Br. Siazilo who is
reaching rural South Zambia and Sr. C.
Kakula and the team who are reaching
rural West Zambia, Br. Henry Lumpa
(once a local church elder) has taken it
upon himself to translate a tape on
Zechariah 6 into Bemba, one of the
main local languages. What this means
is more people will be reached.
particularly those in rural areas, In
Zambia we have many people that
cannot read or understand English, so
translation becomes a vital tool in
reaching them. Br. Lumpa’s transiation
is evidence of this. In northem Zambia
he reports that the tape has received a
very favorable welcome. As a result, he
is contemplating translati ng more tapes.

In Kalomo, the situation is very volatile.
The pastor there, having at one time
been acquainted with the message
before - he was called back to the
conference, is bitterly fighting it and its
advocates. Two members, Brs. Willie
Mweemba and Libuky Muwanei, have
been disfellowshipped, and five more
are pending. We are being opposed and
threatened here, but thank God because
once the saints resolve to uphold the
name of Jesus, nothing can change their
minds.

Br. Tandi Siamatendu has been denied
baptism on account of having accepted
present truth. Br. Lawrence Lutangu’s
name was announced publicly at
camp meeting and everyone was
wamed against associating with him.
We have been classified as worse than
Satanists, and are said to be sponsored
by the Catholics. Unfortunately, most
Adventists believe it.

The Zambia Branch
will choose a committee to oversee
this and will particularly encourage
individuals who can do this work, under
its supervision.

It is our prayer and aim that every
established area will have a picture roll
(chart) to utilize. We feel that this is
cardinal and so we extend our request to
the Headquarters to consider sending us
present truth charts. |

Another important matter is acquiring
suitable land for our Branch office
where we can train workers and
administer the work in Zambia. Pursuant
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fo this end, God has helped us to
acquire 25 acres of farm land in the
outskirts of Lusaka. It is beautifully
situated in the woods with all the
facilities within it bounds. The purchase
of this plot has been made possible
through Headquarters who paid for the
parcel in full. This is a grand project and
our great challenge is to develop it.

From the date the title was issued we
have 18 months to develop the land or
we may lose it. We now have about 14
months remaining. It is our goal to make
this @ center of the work not only for
Zambia, but for all of Southem Africa.
We again request the field to assist us
anyway they can in our efforts to build
this camp. You can send assistance
through Headquarters.

it is our prayer that God will bless our
efforts and our vision, acconding to His
will, and as we endeavor to promuigate
the Eleventh-hour Message. Also . that
every Davidian will "sigh and cry” in
their respective part of the vineyard.
This is the whole duty of every true
candidate of the Kingdom of God.

RAISING GIRLS
Children a Blessing

"God planned for families. He who gave
Eve to Adam as a helpmeet...ordained that
men should be united in holy wedlock, to
rear families whose members, crowned with
honor. should be recognized as members of
the family above.

"Children are the heritage of the Lord, and
we are answerable to Him for our
management of His property...In love, faith,
and prayer let parents work for their
households, until with joy they can come to
God saying, '‘Behold, I and the children

whom the Lord hath given me." —Adventist
Home, p. 159.

"Give study to the early traiming. The
early training of children is a subject
that all should carefully study. We need to
make the education of our children a
business, for their salvation depends largely
upon the education given them In
childhood. Parents and guardians must
themselves maintain purity of heart and
life, if they desire their children to be
pure. As fathers and mothers, we should
train and discipline ourselves. Then as
teachers in the home, we can train our
children, preparing them for the immortal
inheritance.

"Make a right beginning. Your children
are God's property, bought with a price. Be

very particular, fathers and mothers to treat

them in a Christlike manner.

“The youth should be carefully and
judiciously trained, for the wrong habits
formed in childhood and youth often
cling to the entire life-experience. May God
help us to see the necessity of beginning

right.

"Importance of training the first child.
The first child especially should be trained
with great care, for he will educate the rest.
Children grow according to the influence of
those who surround them. If they are
handled by those who are noisy and
boisterous, they become noisy and almost
unbearable.

"The plant-an object lesson in child
training. The gradual development of the

plant from the seed is an object lesson in

child training. There is 'first the blade, then
the ear, after that the full corn in the ear.
Mark 4:28.

"He who gave this parable created the tiny
seed, gave it its vital properties, and
ordained the laws that govemn its growth.
And the truths taught by the parable were
made a reality in His own life. He, the
Majesty of heaven, the King of glory,
became a babe in Bethlehem, and for a time
represented  the helpless infant in  1ts
mother's care.

It should be understood that the
first and foremost of all things is to practice,
educate, and train our children in the Word
of God. This supersedes all other comments,

or suggestions .
DAUGHTERS AND PARENTS

"It's my Mother who lcnom me and my
Father who excites me.” In a nutshell this
quote highlights the difference between how
daughters view their parents and the
relationship they have with them. It also
sums up what each parent brings to the
world of a daughter—the roles they play are
different yet equally important to the
development of a happy well-adjusted young

"Young woman?" say many fathers when
!ookingiluotheeyesoftheirpreciousbaby
daughter, "never, she'll be my baby forever.”
The protection instinct comes on strong for
many fathers of daughters. My husband says
it's because he knows what men are like.

DAUGHTERS AND FATHERS

Fathers have great influence over the
development of their children. Their
influence is as strong as, though different
from, the mother's influence. Being an
absent father affects the children as much as
being an involved father, only in different
ways. Research has shown that fathers
influence their children in the areas of
self-esteem, sex role identity, and school
achievement,

The challenge for fathers is to do the
opposite of the above. Not to "protect” but to
"equip” their daughters with the important
tools to protect themselves. Many parents
think the world is a dangerous place—more
so for girls. We are bombarded with too
much evidence to ignore it but we must get
1t into perspective. There are not pedophiles
around every comer; men in grubby
raincoats at every playground and nasty
people trying to snaich our daughters
nutsule cvery sSchool gate. Sensible
precautions are in order—the nineties are not

the same as the 60's and 70's—but instead of
shielding their girls, fathers need to prepare
them.

Fathers often elicit pleasing behavior from
daughters. When I was young and needed
some money [ had the killer technique.

Head on one side, soft eyes, girl-like voice

and Daddy is a pushover. Girls often learn
to charm, be compliant and pleasant to get
their own way. Hard as it may be Fathers
need to enjoy yet also discourage it. Being
compliant, charming and pleasant does not
get you out of every dodgy situation. The
main lesson is how to say "no" in a big,
powerful definitely not compliant voice.

WHAT CAN FATHERS DO?

1) Teach their daughters the supposed
masculine behavior of problem solving,
decision-making and assertiveness. All this
in the context of their femaleness, which
should not be repressed. So, the protection
given by Daddy needs to be in balance.
Saving your daughter from every physical
danger will not teach her self reliance, inner
strength and problem solving skills. Dads
need to judge this carefully—if they can work
out how to get down from the tree,
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encourage them in this, if they are clearly
out of their depth in the pool grab them!

2) Daddy brings the outside world into the
home and helps their daughters to cope
(Moms are out there too, they explain the
emotional world to their girls). They need to
challenge them emotionally as well as
physically. So, playing games with younger
girls where she has to discipline them, deal
with erratic behavior or solve a problem are
good preparations for the big world outside.
They need to be carefully balanced, but
these "dry runs”® are invaluable.

3) Adolescence is the toughest time for
girls, what with changing shape, peer group
pressure to Jook a certain way and then
balancing all of this with school work.
Fathers should not withdraw at this time in
their daughters lives, even though they find
their daughters awakening sexuality and her
different interests hard to cope with.

4) Girls need Daddy now just as before
but differently. They need Dad to find
them attractive, both physically and
mentally. Girls need their loveliness
affirmed by Daddy or they will literally
"hunger” for it.

5) Children have higher self-esteem when
their fathers are involved, affectionate, and
spend more time with them. The way
fathers relate to their family members
strongly affects the son's and daughter's
acceptance of the masculine or feminine
role. When a father appreciates his
daughter and shows respect for his wife,
the daughter accepts her own femininity;
she doesn't learn that only the masculine
is valuable. A father can affect how highly
their children value education. For example,
one researcher found a relationship between
children's reading levels and the amount of

time they saw their fathers reading in the
home.

6) Be involved. Go to school and other
events, do practical things and show her the
world outside the home, teach her about a
car, how to throw a football, play with her,
read to her, take her shopping, and show her
the endless possibilities that await her.

7) Support your daughter. Expect success
from your daughter and encourage her to
voice her opinions. Listen to her and show
how you value what she says. Accept and
support her individuality and uniqueness.
She is becoming her own person, and needs
to be guided as well as accepted for who she
is.

8) Spend the time. Time with your children
is an investment in their future. Taking time
for your child when she needs it will be
more important then taking time for the
child when it is convenient. o

9) Know your daughter. What does she
think and feel? What are her hopes and
dreams? What is her everyday life like?
Know the person inside so that when her
body matures and she looks like a woman,
you still have a connection to the person
who is your daughter.

DAUGHTERS AND MOTHERS

It's often the little things that we remember
about our mothers too. The normal
seentingly trivial things that connect us to
them, the memories of rituals, customs and
habits, the tidbits of advice that come back
to us over the years, the things we continue
with our own children. Many women can
remember something little that summed up
mother love. One woman I spoke to said her
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mother so enjoyed being a mother that it
made her want to be one too! Another
Australian woman said her Mum really did
do the melk and cookies routine when they
got home from school and this memory still
ties her to her. We do not have to do
everything big with our girls, the small stuff
counts oo, and the ordinary holds
connections that our daughters will hold
onto forever.

WHAT CAN MOTHERS DO?

1) Mothers need to teach their daughters
about the strengths of being female. How to
cope with uniquely feminine situations and
master them. We need to master things not
only to tell our daughters about but to show

them as well. There 1s a lovely saying —if
the lights go out light a candle don't curse
the dark. In other words show our daughters
we can fix things, influence situations,
change minds. Again not necessarily in a
big way. It could just be changing the light
bulb not waiting for Daddy to come home.

It's not about being better than men—it's
about being better as women.

2) Encourage some strategic thinking too.
Engage your daughter 1n planning and
preparation activitics—budgets, organizing
committees, planning a fundraising event,
working out how to afford a new house, etc.
Let them see the process, the creative ideas,
problem solving, ¢tc. and experience the
thnll of it. Allow them to take calculated
risk, fail, try again, allow decisions against
your own, even if you know they will turn
out wrong. Teach them how to argue their

case, be assertive—~teach her about 2a
democratized society. This all adds up to
what's called "mastery"-the e¢xample of
doing it.

3) How are women porirayed by that all

consuming monster—the media? Well some
would say the media is merely a reflection

of the culture—it all sounds like carts and
horses to me. Be careful that your children
are not defined by the media, magazines,
newspapers, books, television, and radio,
but by God's standard of true dignity. We
mothers of the nineties cannot under-
estimate the power of this in the lives of our
girls. This 1s not the time we grew up in,
things are very different. How do we hold
onto the androgynous nine year old who still
runs with the ball, talks about painting a
nice picture for Grandma and loves piano
lessons?

4) Keep her active, involved and in charge
of herself. The sure way to eating disorders,
obsessions with boys, drugs and alcohol, is a’
girl that arrives at high school with nothing
but her looks to define her. Something
strange happens to girls as they enter high
school. Their circle widens, they meet new
people, and they redefine themselves. If they
already have a physical pursuit (helping
others, exercising, etc.) a creative pursuit
(art, gardeming, etc.) and an intellectual
pursuit (reading, music, writing) they stand
a better chance of being defined by these
activities and the qualities they bring than
whether they have the latest gear, etc. If
they are not waiting for some boy to affirm
they are a worthwhile human being by
showing them some attention they are more
likely to develop healthy relationships with
the opposite sex and get it all in perspective.
Of course, they will want the latest gear and
will swoon over the football captain but this
will not be their all consuming activity. So
keep up their recorder practice and put up
with the mess in the kitchen as they
"experiment” before it's too late.
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5) Women arc usually natural teachers of 10) Share with youf daughter. Share your

values and the interpreters of the emotional
life that surrounds us. We must recognize
this power and use it well and often. Dads,
well they do it differently and often need to
give themselves permission to play a role in
their child's life. They also may have to
defend this right to the mother who's natural
1nstinct 1s to protect and nurture.

6) Without parental love, attention and
affirmation, girls are missing a vital part of

their jigsaw—we owe it to our daughters not
to fail them.

7) Be an example to your daughter. As a
mother, you are your daughter's primary
role model. One of the challenges our
daughters face today is realizing the
possible futures that are before them. Girls
have innumerable options. However, many
arc not aware of the extent of their powers.

8) If you are a mother who works in the
house, introduce vyour daughter to other

realities—from books, meeting professional
women, through the Internet, through vour
own stories. If you work outside the home,
take time to show your daughter the girl
inside of you. Play with her, read with her,
let her sce that there is more to life than

work, and that home is a pleasant place to
be.

9) Encourage vour daughter. "You can be
anything you want to be." "I will love you
no matter what you do." Girls need to be
cncouraged in areas such as technology,
math, science, etc. in addition to areas
traditionally accepted as appropriate for
girls. Expect your daughter to be good in
math and science and provide her with the
resources she needs to excel. Don't allow her
to stumble just because she's a girl.

history with your daughter, explaining
your thoughts and feelings. Share her life,
asking, understanding what she experiences.
Help bridge the gap between gencrations
and give her a sense of community among
women.

11) Leamm with your daughter. It's never

too late to expand your horizons, increase
your knowledge. Set an example for your
daughter by taking classes, learning along
with her. Showing her that it's never too
late to learn.

Preventive Health Care

With reference to our physical health, the
Bible and the Spint of Prophecy both
emphasize prevention. Yes, the Lord
knew we would many times go over the
line somehow and need healing after
becoming il or diseased, but prevention
remaimns the watchword. Ex. 15:26 notes
"If thou wilt diligently hearken to the
voice of the Lord thy God, and wilt do
that which 15 night 1n his sight and wilt
give ear to his commandments and keep
all his statutes, [ will put none of these
diseases upon thee, which [ have

brought upon the Egyptians: for I am
the Lord that healeth thee.”

1 Cor. 3:16, 17; 6:19,20 and 10:31, too,
remind us that we have an obligation to
our heavenly Father to maintamn good

health principles in order to better serve
and glonfy Him.

Sr. White, pomnts out that "the distinction
between prevention and cure has not been
made sufficiently important. Teach the
people that it s better to know how to
keep well than how to cure disease. Our
physicians should be..waming all aganst
self-indulgence, showing that abstinence
from all things that God has prohibited s
the only way to preveat ruin of body and
mind." —~Medical Ministry, 221.

In 2 Selected Messages, 291, she agan
reminds us "...af all would seek to become

intelligent m regard to their bodily

necessities, sickness would be rare instead
of common. An ounce of prevention 1s
worth a pound of cure.”

Prevention, of course, 1s another word for
maintaimng heaith and this requires that
we become cognizant of and implement
the basic principles of healthful living.
These principles include eating adequate

amounts of the basics—fresh fruits and
vegetables, whole grains, nuts and seeds,
and avoiding meats, animal fats, white
sugar and flour, as found in processed
and refined foods. Getting enough pure
water is likewise mnvolved as well as
getting an adequate amount of fresh atr,
sunshine, exercise, rest, mamntainmng a
thankful, contented, cheerful .attitude and
trust 1 divine power. Our people are
encouraged to study this  broad
multi-disciplined subject the Lord has
given us in all of its bearings.

Medical science, too has much mnfor-
mation on this mmportant subject. Dx.
Emest Wynder, president of the .
Amencan Health Foundation i New
York, laments the fact that "most of us
unfortunately, conduct ourselves in ways
that make us old before our time and

dead before our full life span has been
attained.”

De. Wynder continues: "We Americans,
eat, drink, smoke and neglect exercise to
the pomnt where we rob ourselves, our
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families and our nation of a large part of
our potential creativity and productivity.”
Is it any wonder our national bill for
medical care and hospitalization annually

exceeds $1 tnllion— with only 3 to 4
percent of that sum going for prevention?

Meanwhie epidemiologists estimate the
major chronic diseases, those responsible
for more than two-thirds of all premature
deaths (cancer, Heart disease, diabetes,
stroke, etc.) could be reduced significantly
by shifting our emphasis from disease
treatment to disease prevention.

Where does this shift begin? With YOU,
the consumer, the family-planner,
teachers, muisters and health-care
providers. Lowel Levin, Yale Univessity
professor of public health has stated:
"The responsibility for good health has
shifted from the scientific community to
the famidy and the individual." More
than this, ultimately true complete healing
must ental spiatual, physical, mental
and emotional healing And in the
words of Dr. Wiliam L Kyle, "this
complete healing can only be achieved
by a total commitment of the Creator
God and obedience to His laws,
including His health laws. It requires 2
lifestyle that is diverse from the
wordd-at-large "

Dear fellow Davidians, we see that the
cost of cosis-oriented, after-the-fact
medicine is spiraling out of control. Some
experts voice concem that the costly
chronic ailments of today (heart disease,
cancer, diabetes, high-blood pressure,
etc.), could bankrupt the health care
system. Hence a renewed focus is directed

toward prevention —which can not only
improve health and increase longevity but
also cut the costs of health care by as
much as one-half.

"The people have been led to believe that
national health insurance, more doctors
and  greater use of  high-cost,
hospital-based technologies will improve
health,” wrote John Knowles, the
distinguished physician and former
president of the Rockefeller Foundation.
"Unfortunately, none of them will. The
next major advances i the health of the
American people will be determined by
what the individual is willing to do for
himself and for society at large."

Dr. Knowles goes on to say that "over 99
percent of us are born healthy and made
sick as a result of personal misbehavior
and environmental conditions." The
ability of the medical profession to
remedy this man-made illness has reached
the pont of dimmishing retumns, Knowles
said. At the same time, however, there is
evidence that most serious illnesses,
including more of the nation's leading
killers and cripplers, can be prevented by
the adoption of healthier living habits and
conditions.

Let us as Davidian  Seventh-day
Adventssts continue to implement the
health principles that have been outlined
for us in the Bible and Spint of Prophey.
Some of us perhaps need to reinstitute the
plan and "tighten our belts" somewhat.
Whatever the case, let us in the fear of the
Lord be determined to give the world the
example the Lord designed that we
should be. |
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PRAYING FOR OTHERS

—and those who hurt us—

One of the Greatest and most instructive
mnstances of mtercessory prayer recorded
n the Bible 15 found 1n the following
Scriptures:

"And the Lord tumed the captvity of
Job, when he prayed for his friends: also
the Lord gave Job twice as much as he
had before." Job 42:10.

Can you mmagine, m a time of your
greatest calamity, your best and closest
triends, adding some more wormwood or
cascara sagrada to your cup by
questioning your integrity, your very
honesty?

Poor Job? As if he didn't have enough
problems with the loss of all his ten
chddren 1n one day, along with all his
wealth; and then a grievous sickness
lasting a long time;--and now your best
friends, not just suspecting you in their
hearts but actually accusing you.

Ironically, Job's friends defended God
and were to all appearances right. They
argued that God 1s righteous, and that He
never punishes the just, or allows such
bad things to happen to the righteous, and
therefore Job could not be so righteous as
he appeared. In other words they intimat-
ed Job must have been a secret hypocrite
whose sins were tinally being punished.

Now let us face it. Would ycu feel like
praymg for such friends? Or if you pray

for them, would you not rather feel like
asking God to give them a dose of their
own medicine or even some of yours!
Would you really, honestly be like the
Master and pray:

"Father forgive them; for they know not
what they do." Luke 23:34° Well if you

really would feel like praying lovingly as

Jesus did for those who deeply hurt you,

you are not like most of us mortals, you
are probably sealed and almost ready for
translationn. But whatever the case, here 1s
the lesson for us:

Before God could bless and tum the
captivity of Job, He instructed him to

pray for his friends—the very ones who
had hurt him deeply 1n his heart. How
truly the God of heaven i1s interested n
seeing that his people are one mn unity and
love! Isn't that a precious lesson for us]
Instead of gossiping and  bitterly
complaining of those who have hurt us,
those who have wrongfully accused us,
should not we pray positively (not
negatively) for them! What a great lesson
n forgiveness 15 this!

But there is more: look who got the
biggest blessing when Job prayed for
those who accused and hurt him.

"And the Lord tumed the captivity of
Job, when he prayed for his friends: also
the Lord gave Job twice as much as he
had before.” Job 42:10.

It has always impressed me greatly when
the Bible points out that God did not tum
the captivity of Job, when Job prayed for
himself, but when he prayed for others
—even for those who hurt hm! Do we
spend the bulk of our time praying for
others or for ourselves? Could it be that is
why our prayers are not more 2bundantly
blessed? Says the song wrniter:

"If 1 pray for myself and not for my
neighbors, take the vell [of selfishness]
from my eyes, and let me see.”

"In His last mtercessory prayer Christ
pleaded, 'Neither pray I for these alone,
but for them also which shall believe on
Me through theirr word.! These words
include all who have believed on Chust
and all who believe on Him at the present
time. "That they all may be one; as Thou,
Father art in Me, and I 1n Thee, that they
also may be one in Us; that the world may
believe that Thou hast sent me." Oneness,
harmony, unity of spimt with the
Saviour,—these are the signs by which
Christians may be distingusshed. Thus
they show to the world that Christ 15 the
Son of the living (;od, and that He s able
to give salvation, even eternal hife, to all
who believe on Him." EGW, Paojic

Questions and Answers

Q. Is it right for me to use church
tithe envelopes to send my tithes to
the Association/Headquarters!?

A. The following are excerpts from the old
codes and are reprinted here to answer

your question.

“In order to eliminate money changing for
tithe and offering, paying for books, etc. on
the Sabbath, a Laodician practice which the
word of God condemns, let us carefully
attend to all such matters on the
preparation day by placing all moneys in
envelopes. To this end we advise that each
company supply itself with small inexpensive
envelopes. Do not use church material
where you are no longer paying for them,
for it is not right. Vol. |.SC.No. 7, p. 4,5.
(47, 48).

“BE YE FAULTLESS. Tithe payers, please do
not use the Church’s tithe and offering

envelopes to enclose tithe and offering sent
to Mt. Carmel. Vol. 25C. No. 12, p. |0.

(268).

Q. “The Shepherd’s Rod, Vol. |, p. 44
says that only the great multitude has
palms in their ‘hands, whereas Great
Controversy, p. 646 speaking of all
‘overcomers’ says ‘In every hand are
placed the victor’s paim and the
shinning harps.” How are these
statements harmonized?”

A. “According to Shepherd’s Rod, Vol I, p.
44, Class number two; namely, the great
multitude of Rev. 7:9, have their palms in
their hands while they are on earth before
being transported to the heaven of heavens.
Hence their palms, according to |ohn's
vision are symbolic of victory gained. But in
the statement from The Great Controversy, p.
646: “In every hand are placed the victor's
palm and the shinning harps,” it will be
noted that this gift to the saints is not made

until they are in heaven—after they have all
been transported from the earth. These
palms are real but the others are figurative,
To prove that the great multitude have the
palms in symbol only, and before Jesus
finishes His work in the heavenly sanctuary,
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read Rev. 7:1|. Here it states that the great
multitude have their palms while the elders
and four beasts are still before the throne
of the investigative judgment in the heavenly
sanctuary. (See Shepherd's Rod, Vol. 2, pp.
189-191). Therefore, they have their palms
while the investigative judgment is in session

—before probation closes. Furthermore, in
regard to the class and the event of Great
Controversy, 646, note that in every hand in
which is placed the victor's palm there is
also placed a shinning harp. Whereas the
great multitude have only palms but no
harps. Therefore, these are two separate
incidents distinct one from the other.” Vol.
|.SC.No. 8, p. 10. (64).

Q. “In Great Controversy, . 665,
where the different classes of the
redeemed are enumerated, are the
144,000 those who are plucked as
brands from the burning?

A. The class ‘who are plucked as brands
from the burning (GC:665), are the
144,000 who are also plucked as brands
from the burning (Zech. 3), and who are
‘called the elect of God, precious, and will
stand next to the throne of God’ (8 Tract,
74), as do the ones in The Great Controversy,
proves that there are two such classes who
occupy about the same position, that is,
seeking ‘to restore the moral image of God
in others." The former are the ones who
died after being plucked, and the latter, the
144,000 who shall never die. After the
resurrection of the former and translation
of the latter, both of these brands that
were plucked from the burning will unitedly
be near the throne.” Vol 1.SC No. 8 p. 10.
(64).

NEWS IN PERSPECTIVE

On an almost daily basis the newspapers,
television and other media offer their
accounts of murders, kidnappings, robber-
ies, suicides, rapes, and sniper attacks, etc.
The threat of terrorist's attacks is ever before
us. In addition we are bombarded with
accounts of monstrous corporate scandals;
cooking the books; high profile executives
charged with insider-trading and securities
fraud. Accounting misdeeds, false financial
statements, the floundering stock market....
Greedy CEQs fudging the books and getting
filthy rich at the expense of smalltime
investors and employees, are common
happenings. Massive accounting break-
downs and many pension plans in tatters
seem to be every day occurrences. What's
going on here?

The Bible and the Spirit of Prophecy, are

not silent on these important issues.
Consider this:

James 5:1-6 - "Go to now ye rich men,
weep and howl for your miseries that shall
come upon you. Your riches are corrupted,
and your garmenis are motheaten.

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Inspiration continues:

Testimonies, Vol. 9, pp. 11-17, {excerpts) -
" ..The Spirit of God is gradually but surely
being withdrawn from the earth. Plagues
and judgments are already falling upon the
despisers of the grace of God The
calamities by land and sea, th¢ unsettled
state of society, the alarms of war, are
portentous. They forecast approaching
events of the greatest magnitude.

"...the condition of things in the world
shows that troublous times are right upon
us. The daily papers are full of indications
of terrible conflict in the near future. Bold
robberies are of frequent occurrence. Strikes
are common. Thefts and murders are
committed on every hand. Men possessed
of demons are taking the lives of men,
women, and little children. Men have
become infatuated with vice, and every
species of evil prevails.

"The enemy has succeeded in perverting
justice and in filling men's hearts with the
desire for selfish gain....In the great cities
there are multitudes living in poverty and
wretchedness, well-nigh destitute of food,
shelter, and clothing; while in the same
cities are thosc who have more than heart
could wish, who live luxuriously, spending
their money on richly furnished houses, on
personal adornment, or worse still, upon the
gratification of scnsual appetites, upon
liquor, tobacco,..The cries of starving
humanity are coming up before God, while
by every species of oppression and
extortion men are piling up colossal
fortunes....

" ..in heaven an account of every business
transaction is kept; every unjust deal,
every fraudulent act, is there recorded.

The time is coming when in their fraud
and insolence men will reach a point that
the Lord will not permit them to pass,
and they will learn that there is a limit to
the forbearance of Jehovah....

"The Scriptures describe the condition of the
world just before Christ's second coming. Of
the men who by robbery and extortion are
amassing great riches, it is written: (Quotes
James 5:3-6)...

"There are not many, ¢ven among educators
and statesmen, who comprehend the causes
that underlie the present siate of society.
Those who hold the reins of government are
not able to solve the problem of moral
corruption, poverty, pauperism, and
increasing crime¢. They are struggling in
vain to place business operations on a more
secure basis. If men would give more heed
to the teaching of God's word, they would
find a solution of the problems that perplex
them.

"Fearful tests and tnals await the people of
God. The spirit of war is stirring the
nations from one end of the earth to the
other. But in the midst of the time of

trouble that is coming,—a time of trouble
such as has not been since there was a
nation,—God's chosen people will stand
unmoved. Satan and his host cannot destroy
them, for angels that excel in strength will
protect them."

What should be our reactions as we see the
condition of the world today? Inspiration
has the answer:

"...Above all others, those who are living so
near to the great consummation, should be
sober and watchful. The watchful Christian
is a working Christian, seeking zealously to
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purify his life, and to do all in his power for
the cause of God. As his love for his
Redeemer increases, so also does his love
for his fellow-creatures increase. He has
severe tnals, as did his Master; and like
him, he is to some extent a man of sorrows,
mourning because of the abominations
done in the land. But this gnief does not
sour his temper, nor destroy his peace of
mind. His afflictions, if well bome, refine
and purify his nature. He is thus brought
into closer fellowship with Christ; and
inasmuch as he, through fierce opposition,
is a partaker of the sufferings of Christ, he
will also be a partaker of his consolation,
and finally a sharer of his giory." —Ellen
White, Sketches From the Life of Paul, p.
115.

Brethren, Inspiration continues to present
words of comfort that show that God is in
control. Listen:

"In the annals of human history, the growth
of nations, the rise and fall of empires,
appear as if dependent on the will and
prowess of man; the shaping of events
seems, to a great degree, to be determined
by his power, ambition, or caprice. But In
the word of God the curtain is drawn aside,
and we behold, above, behind, and through
all the play and counterplay of human
interest and power and passions, the
agencies of the All-merciful One, silently,
patiently working out the counsels of Him
own will. ...

"The power exercised by every ruler on the
earth is Heaven-imparted;.. To recognize
the outworking of these principles in the
manifestation of His power who 'removeth
kings and setteth up kings—this is to
understand the philosophy of history.”
-Ellen White, Conflict and Courage, p. 250.

Br. Houteff, too, offers much information on
the subject.

“Never did clouds of war, so strong and so
dark, hang in an angry thunderhead over
the world, and never did the world see 1tself

as it does today. Everywhere—In

government, in industry, in halls of
learning, in churches, in homes, on the

streets—in every walk of life, the question
uppermost is Whitherbound mankind?...

“.In the power-crazed, rule-or-ruin,
war-bent and hell-bent, self-destructive
course of mankind, in the angry and
catastrophic upheavals and out-breakings of
the eclements of nature, and 1n the
cumulative fulfilment of the fast unfolding
prophecies in the Word of God, the signs of
the times thunder the warning appeal that
we arise in God’s light, and make haste to
rescu¢c His people from the ills which
threaten to devastate the world. If such is
not the Church’s great mission and duty at
this crisis hour, what need, then, do the
Lord and the world have of her? But what
can the Church do unless her members both
lay and clerical, arise together as one man,
and throw their all into the conflict.

“Just look at the brute, predatory forces
loose and lurking everywhere, and causing
the whole earth to erupt with violence,
tumult, and terror. Verily, they are making
‘men’s hearts [to fail] them for fear, and for
locking after those things which are coming
on the earth....” Luke 21:26. Will not all
Christians everywhere be aroused by these
things to “put on the whole armour of God™
and to “take...the sword of the Spint” (Eph.

"God wants the youth to become men of
carnest minds, to be prepared for action in
His noble work, and fitted to bear
responstbilities.

-Your Amazing Blood-

Psalms 104:24 - "O Lord, how manifold are

thy works! in wisdom hast thou made them
all: the earth is full of thy riches."

The life blood that courses through our
arteries and veins, is indeed familiar to all of
us. Yes, we all know that if you lose enough
of it, you will die. And doctors know that
the evidences of nearly every human disease
can also be traced or found in the blood.
Yet, very few persons apart from some
physicians and surgeons, begin to
understand how complex that precious red
substance really is. Here is an interesting
quote for an example:

"Blood is made up of many components.
Red blood cells carry oxygen to all parts of
the body. And even though hemoglobin is
based on iron the healthy body, protected
by rust inhibitors, doesn't rust. White cells
and other blood components fight infection.
it's difficult to decide which of the
components of blood are more amazing in
their design.

"But if awards were given to the various
components of blood for the amazing
ways in which they work, serum albumin
would certainly be in the running. Like one
of those gadgets advertised on cable
television, serum albumin seems to do more
things in the bloodstream than seems
possible.

"Serum albumin, which is made by the liver,
regulates the volume of your blood helping
to keep your blood pressure healthy. It also
controls your blood chemistry so that all

the components are there in the right
concentration. It stores molecules and
moves them to where they are needed
when they are needed. When you take
an aspirin or a drug, serum albumin
sees to it that the medicine gets to
where it is needed. Serum albumin also
prevents an enzyme which digests proteins
in your digestive tract from digesting
the proteins in the rest of your body."'

The Bible has some very interesting
statements on blood that show that blood
has a very large health and symbolic
significance. Here are a few:

Genesis 914 - "But flesh with the life
thereof, which is the blood thereof, shall ye
not eat.

Genesis 9:5 - "And surely your blood of
your lives will | require; at the hand of
every beast will | require it, and at the hand
of man; at the hand of every man's brother
will | require the life of man."

Genesis 9:6 - "Whoso sheddeth man's
blood, by man shall his biood be shed: for
in the image of God made he man.”
